Tr,e Ch-c.lrctJ Building - at trla t time- was facing the old road that 
passed the Hemphill Star Cemetery, on the right hand side, on a 
hill over-looking the road, which led on to Clifton Crossing. 

The Paslor of the church, Jim Owens, lived about one mile from the 
Church Building on the left hand side of the road. Mr. Owens and his 
wife, did not have any children of their own, but partly raised some 
of the orphan children of the Owens family. They raised a girl named 
Willie Ann Coleman, who married Weyman Cudd. 

Mr. Owens is buried in the Hamphill Star Cemetery. The grave is 
marked with a very nice monument -

MIJAMIN J. OWENS

Died Dec. 23 1903 

He was a Mettodist Preacher and an uncle of Edmond Owens. We do not 
have any record of any other members of his family being buried there.

At first I could not get any 
names of the Post~Bsters, One prominent Historian had made a bad mistake, 
so this kept me writing when 1 saw any change. This came on February 7, 
1969: '~further examination of the records of the Post Office Department 
in the National Archives shows that 8 post office was established at Cotile, 
Rapides Parish, Louisiana~ on Jantlsry 6~ 1819. The names of the postmasters 
who served at this office until 1824 and their dates of appointment are:

(Legal Proof). The traditional story from the Simon family says Mr. Simon 
was first postmaster of the Boyce Post Office. Do know that the settlers 
at that time from Cotile to Cotile Landing raised cain about the changing 
of the name. In the 1880 Census the residents of what became Boyce were 
listed as living in Cotile Village.

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NEUTRAL STRIP 

Condensed from HISTORY OF SABINE PARISH 

by John G. Belisle, published 1912. 

Spain had been much displeased because of the sale of Louisiana to the 
United States, The western frontier of Louisiana was the scene of Spanish 
hostility to the United Stateso The boundary between French Louisiana and 
Spain's Mexican empire had never been definately fixed, and at the time of 
Jefferson's great purchase Spain claimed all of Texas as well as a strip of 
land in Louisiana lying between the Sabine River and the Arroyo Hondo, a 
tributary of Red River, seven miles west of Natchitoches, extending north 
along Red River and south, on an imaginary line to the Gulf. 

No agreement was reached as to the western boundary until 1820 when 
the United States acquired the Florida Territory, and by the same treaty 
relinquished to Spain all claim to Texas. the Sabine River was designated 
as the boundary. In 1806 General Wilkinson and the Spanish General agreed 
this should be a neutral territory, For fourteen years this section had no 
government of any kind, thus it became the rendezvous for outlaws from the 
United States~ Mexico and other parts of the world. It was the home of 
robbers, murders and plotters against the government. The whole of SABINE 
PARISH was included in this "NO MAN'S LAND". Natchitoches became the chief 
army post on the frontier o 

Pending the settlement of the Neutral Strip the army remained at Natch­
itoches, and in 1812 Augustus Magee, a young lieutenant, who was stationed 
there, resigned his position in the army and began to organize a regiment 
for the invasion of Texas in the aid of Mexico in her fight to end Spanish 
rule. They were successful in two or three battles, but suffered a dis as­
terous defeat at the battle of Medina. 

A few years later a Dr. James Long, with a Mexican commander named 
Gutierras, led two expeditions against the Spainards, but ended in defeat 
and the death of the brave doctor. Many plots were hatched in the Neutral 
Strip. It was here that Aaron Burr. once vice president of the United 
States, expected to get recruits for the conquest of Mexico and Louisiana; 
and to establish a Western empire over which he should preside, but ended 
in his indictment on a charge of treason and his complete disgrace. 

There were two-great avenues of travel through Sabine Parish, the road 
from Natchitoches to San Antonio, opened by St. Denys, passing through Fort 
Jesup and the present town of Many~ and the highway known as Nolan's Trace, 
blazed by Phillip Nolan, which extended between Alexandria and Texas. Fal­
len Springs, four miles south of Many was a popular camping ground, and in 
this_vicinity many robberies and murders are said to have taken place. There 
were stories about buries treasures of silver and gold the robbers are sup­
posed to have buried along these roads, but if any man had recovered any of 
these treasures, he has kept it to himself. 

Many of these characters left good homes to seek their fortunes in the 
wilds, while others were fugitives from justice, but their names are for­
gotten, and their deeds remembered only in connection with the stories of 
the pioneers. 

Several years before the boundary between Louisiana and the Spanish 
province of Texas was settled, immigrants from the old states had settled 
in West Louisiana and located in the Neutral Strip within the present 
boundary of Sabine Parish. In 1803 a regiment of United States troops 
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NEUTRAL STRIP contd. 

in command of Col Cushing was sent up Red River to repel Spanish aggression. 
English speaking homeseekers followed the soldiers, coming from all parts 
of the United States. They represented various races of Northern Europe, 
the German. the Irish, the Scotch, the Dutch and the Anglo Saxon. They 
sought the unoccupied lands where they could build their homes. Many brought 
their families and some brought slaves but most possessed only small items. 

In 1805 the territory of Louisiana was divided into twelve parishes: 
Orleans, German Coast, Acadia, Lafourche~ Iberville, Point Coupee, Attakapas, 
Opelousas, Concordia, Rapides, Ouachita, and Natchitoches, The town of Nat­
chitoches was the seat of the parish which included the present parishes of 
Caddo, Claiborne, Bossier, DeSoto, Webster, Bienville, Red River and Sabine 
and part of Winn. Grant and Lincoln. 

The Sanchez grant at Last Tres Llanas, where Latham resided in the '20s 
was one of the oldest grants by Governor Lavois, who resided at Adizes. 
Sanches's son was 89 years ole in 1820 when District Judge William Murry 
took testimony in the case. Later grants were made to Pierre and Julian 
Besson on the Ecore Rouge, and to Michael Crm07 on Sabine River. r,row' s 
father (Isaac) married the widow Chabineau and purchases land of Vincente 
Michele, who held a Spanich grant. In 1769 St. Denys gave to his daughter, 
Marie, a tract of land in this area. The claim of Athanase Poisol for lands 
at Three Cabins, purchased from Chief Antoine of the Hyatasses Indians, was 
approved, as was the calim of Francis Grappe, who purchased land from the 
Indians of the Caddo tribe. Pierre Gagnier and Hypolite Bourde1in had bought 
land from the Chesteur Indians at Natchitoches. Under the Spanish regime, 
in 1795 Jacinto Mora was granted 207,360 acres on the east side of this land 
to Ed Murphy, William Burr, Samuel Davenport and L. Smith. The LaNana grant 
to Ed Murphy was made in 1797. It was twelve miles square and contained the 
present town of Many. These grants were not finally approved by the United 
States government until 1847. 

A large number of the first immigrants to Sabine parish settled on 
what was known as Rio Hondo lands, The residents on these lands in 180

Harvey Baldwin sold land to Go W. Waller, Robert McDonald, William Wis­
lon, Jose Proce11a, Ephraham Butler, T. E. Boyd, Jose Rock, James Oliver, 
Elizabeth Roberts, Alston Nabours, Wo To Quirk, John W. Eason, Robert B. and 
William B. Stille. The Sti11es also bought Waterman's Rio Hondo claim in 
1853. 

Thomas Hardin (1859), F. Ao Fuller (1861). James W. Nettles (1860), 
and L. Barbee (1859) purchased land from the state. 

Until after the Civil War Many and Fto Jessup were the only towns in 
Sabine parish and they were mere villages.
