Notes of Annie G. Parker - 18 Aug 1975: These bridges (in the following items)
were first built with dirt taken from the hills by Irishmen with wheeélbarrows,
all but the one at Cotile near the o0ld Red Store; this one was a dam built about
1847 to raise the water level of Cotile Bayou, which flowed out of Cotile Lake at
Quadrate (now Hot Wells) and flowed on to Cotile Landing (now Boyce). Rapides
Bayou® joined Cotile at its mouth and flowed to Red River at Alexandria.

Both bayous' water level was used for small boats to come in and deliver sup-
plies to stores along the way. A map in THE GENIE, Vol. VIII, No. 2, April 1974,
shows the public road and stage line. Most bayous were crossed by fords. The
one at Cotile, just below the dam. The Red Store, at Cotile post office, and the
Philip Sleet Blue Star Grocery near McNutt Hill were just two of the popular
stores on the route.

Here (in these items) we have Holt and Grogan suing to be paid for widening
these bridges for traffic. The dam at Cotile went out from three days hard rain
in 1886 - one negro boy drowned. We will see later in Police Jury proceedings
that the milepost was at the dam.

I think I am not mistaken (that) Mr. Williams, the member
from Hineston, was in the Jury at the time (it) was made in 1861-62, and he may
remember something about it.

Above the shield and helmet is the crest, described
as, "On .a mount vert a griffin sejant or.” In English: "A
griffin sitting down with his foralegs erect on a mound of
green earth.”

'~ Since my father is still living, I cannot bear his
arms without showing 8 mark of cadency (order of birth).
For me this would have meant placing a label in the center of the shield. Upon
his death, the label would be removed. The merks of cadency placed on all my
brothers' shields would remain or they could create their own arms. As indicated
below, 1 have chosen to create my own arms.

Using my father's arms to some degree, I have changed
mine as shown at the left. You will note the shield has
been changed from silver to blue. Also, the three stars
in the chief have been replaced by four caltraps. I also
changed the motto to '"God, Family, Country"”, and have
added supporters.

The colors on my arms now are red, white and blue

(our national colors). The four caltraps represent the
three ancestors who fought in wars for our country (one
each in the Revolutionary War, the War of 1812, the War
for Southern Independence) and one for myself (Korean and
Vietnam wars). The two Confederates shown as supporters
represent the Confederate officers and enlisted men of my family who ‘served the
South. The motto expresses my personal priorities. The crest remains the same.
In heraldric language, my arms is described:

"Azure, two bends wavy gules on a chief of the last, four caltraps, argent.
Motto: God-Family-Country. Supporters: On the dexter a Confederate Officer;
the sinister a Confederate Infantryman; both standing at guard., Crest: On
a mount vert a griffin sejant or." ' B

Mr. Andre Joseph Karsm, a history teacher at Southwood High School in Shreve-
port, hecame interested in a coat-~of~arms and, after some study, it was determined
that he was not entitled to the arms of any of the Karems being touted by the arms
mills. A .

fﬁx.;Karam asked me to design an arms that would be gig‘and would notnbelongl
to someone else, . ‘ .

Since he had no preference, the task waas somewhat easy. I took three things
into consideration. First, he was a teacher. What better charge on a shield
could be other than the lamp of knowledge? Second, his ancestors came to this

country from Lebanon. This left two possibilities. We
could ugse either the national colors (red and silver) or
the national symbol {2 cedar tree)., If we used the cedar
it would have had to be a charge. Since we already had a
charge (lamp of knowledge) that left only the national
colors. The third comsideration was the fact that Mr.
Karam was born in Louisiana and is still & resident in
that state., What better symbol could we use than the
pelican? o

From all this we designed a red ghield with a silver
bend running from the top right side of the shield to the
bottom left side. The lamp of knowledge was placed in
the center of the shield. The pelican in heraldry is
usually shown as a mother bird standing over her nest and feeding her young with
drops of blood plucked from her breast. She is thus termed "in her piety". The
pelican was selected as Mr. Karam'’s crest.

The result was the arms pictured above at right. In heraldric langusage the
arms gre termed: :

“Gules, & bend sinister argent. On the center, lamp of kncwiedge, azure
with flame of or. Motto: Qui Docet, Discit, Crest: A pelican in her piety".

" By now it should be apparént that you, too, can desgign your own arms; arms
that you can be more proud of than one purchased from the arms mille. Try it.
You'll like it.
