We then went to Marshall. The FErlerals kept pretty close after us, untU 
we crossErl a stream a mile or tw:J from town. Shanks' regiment was ord;ered 
to mld Brown while we attacked the tov7!1. He succee:iErl in holding Brown . 
several rours ; but we w(=>.r~ whippe:i.

We triErl to get away by the north, hut our coJI1IffilXl was out in UoX). We 
went into .camp at M3.l ta Be.."1d. Here forty founds of ammunition were issuErl 
to each man and our artillery wagon was thrown into the river. We h3.d lost · 
one piece at Marshall, aI)d Colonel Hunter had taken the other with him, so 
we had none. The next IIDrning at dawn we passErl through Waverly. As ' our 
rear guard left town the Fe:ieral advance guqrd came in. . 

I 

I .was w~ and sick. At this }Dint I droppErl out of the comrn.:md., going t6 
the home of my uncle, William L. Lewis. I had been there only i:WJ days 
when capturErl by FErlerals. 

I was first taken to Masonic College, Lexington. Here we wer'e treatErl 
regally. Ladies were allowErl to visit us am we were fed oountifully. '!he 
toys, accompanie:i by gtl3I'd.s, were allowErl to call on the young ladies of the , 
town. 

I was imprisone:i here for two or three weeks. Then with aoout fifteen others, 
I was sent to Jefferson City, where we were kept in a house on High Street • 

. Tpis muse was within a stockade. After fifty years, I lave seen this muse 
again, ahd except for the stockade it rena.ms unch3.ngErl! 

In December 1863 I vas sent ' to Gratiot Street Prison, Saint LDuis. 'Ihishad 
formerly been ttIbwell College. Over a thousan:::i prisoners were kept here -­
it being a distributing prison. Prisoners from there went to Alton, Little 
Rock, Rock Island, Camp Ibuglas, Johnson's Island and. other places. 

We had only tw:J meals daily. Tnese usually consistErl of light bread, salt 
meat, potatoes and a cup of coffee, -- short rations! 

I was sick juring my entire confinE."Ilent in prison. Ague, which I took at 
Little Rock, continuErl fOtJrteen months. 0:1 three different occasions I was 
in the hospital. 

That winter m.s extreme. I remember on New Year's day 1864, the thenrometer 
registerErl thirty degrees below zero. I vas confinErl in the flRound Room'l, 
as it was cCllle:i. The offjpers' prison was directly atove us. Colonel 
Owen, a friend of mine from Clinton was brought here, w:)urrie:i, one night 
during IT\Y stay. 

The . windows in this room were large and r£Lny of -t:he p:mes of glass were 
gone--so the wind had full sweep. This ITE!.de the cold doubly h:trd to bear. 

Tw:> large coal stoves were thEre to heat the room, but the pr'ison was out 
of coal, so wood was burned . As m:my prisoners as could do so CrGWed arout 
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the stoves to warm. The others rre.rchErl aoout the room time after time 
until warmErl, and then jumpe:i in their bunks. These w~e all arourrl th~ 
walls. I think there were prorebly four huncb::!Erl men confined in this room. 

I once saw a JTB.n, namErl Ricketts, from Arkansas, lEY twenty-five cents for 
a rat, which he cooked and ate!! 

The Sisters of ~ity visitErl the prison daily and were ministering angels 
to all the affllc-ted. They were the only mmen that we saw. The Catrolic 
priests were the only representatives of the clergy wrom I saw there. 

My release came February 11th, 1864, and ms quite unexpected by me. Dr. N3.than­
iel English, my rrother 1 s brother, marriEd to my father's sister H::lnrn.h Warth, 
had been mrking earnestly in my belE.lf. He lived at Jacksonville, III inJ is , 
and ms a m:m of prominence in his state. He ms the governor's physician--
';,<100 had sent him to look after the vlOundErl lllinois soldiers on the b3.ttle­
fields of Pea Ridge, Corinth and others. He was illso well acquaintErl with 
Lincoln and when I t-ns l"el eus Ed , said to me: "Sam, if my efforts to secure 
your release had proved futile in this case, I smuld have gone to Washington 
and seen Father Abrah::un in your belE.lf." A mrth-while kinsrran! 

vJhen I w:l.S captured and sent to Gretiot Street Prison Uncle N3.t went to Spring­
field and saw Gover'n)r Yates in my behalf. Yates wrote a request to Gener>al 
Scmfield asking my release. This Dr. English took with him to Saint Louis, 
and sought an interview with the general. This he was three days in securing. 

Scm field read the letter and told my uncle to go rome, that I soould be 
released in a few days. 

Dr. English returnErl home and awaited my coming with imp:1tience, but in vain. 
In glancing over the Missouri Republican a few days after, he saw I had been 
sentenced to Alton Prison, at lE.rd laoor, for the period of the w:lr. animus 
news! 

At once he went to Springfield and saw the governor who wrote Ll second letter 
to Scrofield. My uncle followa:i his first proce:lure and was again told I 
w::>uld be releasa:i in a fet-1 days. This message w:::lS correct, for I was relea.sEd 
soortly thereaft~. My uncle was not illlovJErl to see me in the prison. This 
time it w:::lS not to be Ll. case of "hope deferrErl which IIBketh the heart sick". 

On the rrorning of February 11, 1864, I w:::lS standing in the prison door, much 
depressed in spirit. An officer steppe:i into the room, drew a p:1per from his 
p::>Cket, and called: "S. V. \'larth! II 

I answered: "Here." 

He told me to get my clothes, that I was WlIlted at Headquarters. This did 
not take long--a prisoner 1 S VEnjrobe :llw:::lYs being scanty. The ooys called 
out: "fbw are you, Alton? We'll be with you in a few daYS!!1 

I w:l.S taken to the prison office and my baggage was searohEd for contrab3.rrl 
articles. A guard was told I was wmte:l at HeadqUJrters. I followErl him, 
w::>ndering what might be in store for me. The soldier rode some dis~e ahead 
of me. I knew, of course, tha.t nothing very rod could be awaiting me, or a 
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stricter Wltch VDuld rove been kept over me. The soldier, at times, w:lS 

so far ahead of me that I easily could luve rrade my escape were it rot 
for my great weakness. 

H reached Headquarters il block ahead of me, c:md aW'lited my coming. We went 
upstairs, he opened a door, s et my grip inside, and told me to take a seat. 

There was only one other person in the room, a nan at a desk, rosily engaged 
in writing . He looked up presently c:md enquired my rome. When told this, 
he shoved a IBper before me and told me to sign. I did so, not reading the 
document. He then a sked me to sign another. When I hld done so, he told 
me to take one of than rome, I w::lS once ITDre a free m:m! 

!bwever, I was not t o rerrain in Hissouri, but w::l.S to go to lllirois. H3.d 
they but known it, this suited me exactly for my people were no longer in 
t1issouri, corditions having bECome so unpleasant they could not r6TEl.in. They 
had gone to Jacksonville, lllirois. 

We had formerly lived a t Clinton, Missouri and when the w:ll' ceased, we 
returned there. 

On leaving He3.dquarters I enquired when I could f,et u. train to Jacksonville. 
The train did rot leave until afternoon. In the meantime I went to an Olive 
Street mtel and registerEd--after my rome I wrote "Just out of Gratiot Street 
Prison" . The clerk l ooked ilt me closely, also a Federal officer woo ch:mced 
to be there, und nany guests examined the register. 

ThJ.t dinner was the first square mean I had had in a long time and I overate 
myself. I took the train for Springfield tmt a fterroon and re3.chErl Jackson­
ville next rrorning. 

The prisoner's return WJ.S a season of rejoicing to my father, my rrother, my 
youngest brother and t o my sisters, and rrost of all t o myself.

On the sini!,le roll of this microfilm publication is reproduced the 
LetterOOok of the Natchitoches--Sulphur Fork F.J.ctory, which contains 
copies of letters sent from June 21, 1809, t o December 31, 18 21. ~bst 
of the letters were sent t o the Superintendent of Indian Trude in 
vJashington, D.C. , und some were sent t o military officers , merchants, 
and other persons. 

An act of Congr>ess approved M::l.rch 3, 1795 (1 Stat. 443), which pro-
vided for trading with the ;Indiuns, authorized that .:l sum not exceeding 
$50,000 be appropriated to the purclBse of t:;OOds for supplyin the Incliuns 
within the limits of the United States, and that the sale of such goods 
be TIEde under the direction of the President of the United St.:ltes. Under­
lyin~ this venture in Government ownership und ope:rution of business 
were broad considerations of public J?:)licy. Through the publicly owned 
treding houses and through u p3.rilllel system of licensing private 
tredes, it was mped t o attach the Indiuns rore closely to the GOvernment, 
to exclude foreiiVlers from the fur trude, and to supply the Indians 
with good quulity merchandise ut fair prices. The headquarters for 
supplyinp- the fLlctories and for receivinr- furs and pelts was at first in 
Philadelphia, but it vns IIDved t o Georgetown, D. C., in 1807. 

The' legislutive history of the venture after 1795 was subject to rrany 
acts of Conr-ress that extended and sometimes rodified the Indian tradinp­
muse system. Arrong them were the acts of April 18, 1796 (l Stut. 452), 
April,' 30, 1802 (2 Stat. 173), April 21, 1806 (2 St:J.t. 402), and M3.y 6, 
1822 (3 Stat. 679). The first of these .:lcts authorized the President t o 
establish Government tr.J.ding houses or f.:lctories on the western and S9uth­
ern frontiers or in the Indiun country, provided for the apJ?:)intment :of 
necessary personnel , and approprirJ.ted funds for the purJ?:)se of carrying 
on a liberill trade vIi th the sever.J.l ' Incli..LIl, mtions. This act expired in 
1799 but was r ,evived ,and: extend~d, by the <lct of 1802. The act of 1806 
restuterl, with 1J'CXlificu.tions the ' princip:li provisions of the act of 1796 
arid created the J?:)st of Superintendent of Indian Trade as centrol purch­
asing officer and [enerLll supervisor of the trLl.ding houses. The _~ct of 
1822 abolished the trDdir)C ,pause system. '. 

The N3.tchitoches Tradin[ Ibuse, or "factory" Ll.S it was called, vn~ 
established in, .october 1805 and was one of the first trading hous~s' 
situated west: Lof the Mississippi River after the louis1.an.1. Purch:1;ie. Its 
first location W:3.S on Red River in present-day louisiana, a short distu.nce 
above Natchitoches. In 1818 it was m::wed fu.rther up the river to Sulphur 
Fork in present-do.y f\rkmsas, where it ram.ined until the trn.ding house 
or factory system was abolished in 1822.

The three factors who served a t the Natchitoches--Sulphur Fork Factory 
were Th:lJID.S M. Linnard., 1805-16 ; John Fowler, 1816-20 ; and ~Jillium H:::Clellan, 
1821-22. There are copies of l etters sent from ffich of these factors, but 
there is a gap in the chronolo8}' from fuy 26, 1820, t o March 9, 182l. 
App:trently Fowler did not transcribe copies of his letters during the last 
severul ronths befor e his de1.th in the winter c f 1820, and after his death, 
there was no f actor until McClellan assumed control in 1821.

N:> great stretch of imagination is required to understand the state of 
mind of the Confederate soldier when he returned home in late spring or 
early SUImler of 1865. The brutalizing effects of four years of war had 
made conditions in the South f-:"ightful. They were made infinitely IDrse 
by the reconstruction proETarrl which the Federal government undertook to 
improve upon the conquered section. Some decided to flee their native land 
and start anew under foreigh flags---some chose Mexico, Central America 
and South America. B-.rezil attracted rrore ex-Confederates than any other 
country. The period of heaviest migration was 1865-1870, but Brazil con­
tinued to receive southern settlers in lesser numbers until the early 
years of the 20th century.

THE N A SH FAMILY 

The name "NASH" nuy mve been a corruption of A'I'I'ENASH - u.t the .'\sh. 
1'" place near Bristol ~ England is called "NAISff' and in G:l.elic it is 

"NAISG" . The name is fotmd early in Oxforn, Worcester, london, Suffolk 
and lancaster in England , u.s well as Ulster, Irel- d and \tJales. 

t:ecorning to one source, "The Hedia Research Burea , \l]ashington, D. C. , 
the family and names are of Saxon origin and is claimed to have been in 
England before the Nornun conquest in 1066, but because of its oorly 
association with the De La Roche family of Lorraine I w::>uld like to see 
rrore research on the pre-Norman N:ish family in England. 

'!he family of ROCH derives from Le Seure De Rochville or "DE LA ROCHE" 
w::> accomp:mied The Duke of Nornandy (William - a descendant of Rolla 
the Norserran) at the invasion of England and was one of the knights woo 
fought at the Battle of Hastings 1066 when vlilliam defeated Harald. 
This event tmited England with NonIEndy, France under William's leader­
ship as king. For his military service at t~le and others, 
De La Roche received from the conqueror three k>~ps in Wales. The 
name was sometimes spelled De Rupe cmd was with a tend of Anglo- Normans 
woo went with Strong1x>w (The Earl of Pembroke) in their successful 
conquest of the southern provinces of Ireland. He was given the 
estate of Rosso-lihir where he built a IIEl.gnificent castle on the River 
Brandon. Richard De La Roche rrnrried PIny the heiress of Sir William 
nemning, lorn of Arnoy, c:url with his bride, received the district 
which was rrade a barony , giving Foch the title of Lorn. 

1171 in a list of passengers from Hales to Ireland is found the name NAISH. 
The NASHES were early settlers in Limerick and Clare counties as listed 
in "Irish Pedigreesli by John 0' Hart. Interesting also are some of the 
names of families in the same area. ROmE - BARNHILL, TAYLOR~ etc. All 
Nornans woo came with lA7illiam 200 years before. 

Ireland was subjugated by a colony of ~Jelsh under Stronptow 1172, and in 
1210 King John (of t1:lgna ChartcJ. fClJIle) aPlX'inted 12 shires in Leinster and 
Htmster. "The lands of Ballycullen were p;rondted in 1210" to the prosenitor 
of Carroll - Patrick N:1ish, Esq., of Blllycullen, County, Limerick, rom 
1801 woose gr-eat gr-andfather ves Carroll t-hish, Esq., of Blllycullen. 

JOM Nash was sheriff of city of Limerick in 1327, and in Glarrorganshire, 
stands "Nash M:mor Ibuse;; ruilt pre 1500. 

Ireland has been noted for its rebellions and the 17th century vas filled 
with revolts, and when we consider the deeds of Oliver CroJIMell in bis 
tn:msplanting of Irish people and confisci1tin~W' lan::ls and romes , it 
soould not be surprising to people in the 20th "c~ tmt they are still 
rebelling. The N:ish Family fared quite redly during the 1600' s - as soown 
by the lists of delX'rtations to the colonies and lists of property confis­
cated. To quote a few (a.lm:>st all 'of ' this list is taken from John 0" Hart , s 
Irish larrled Gentry when Cromwell came to England and Ibtten 7 s Lists).

The index contn ins 
rrost of the mmes of LDuisiana sol d iers t o which references were f ound ill 
the records usErl in compilinp; the s Grvice records. The c.J.rCls give the 
rome djf the sol d i er, his n.tnk , and the unit in which he servErl . Ther e 
are cross-ref erence cards f or soldiers i names that appeared in the records 
under rrore th.m one spelling . 

The suPPJsErlly correct Th..lffie o f a soldier from LDuisiana m y not a ppear in 
this index for s everal r easons. First, he rray not rove servErl in Cl LDuisi­
ana unit. Second , he rrny have servErl under a d ifferent name or usErl a 
different spelling of his nu.me . Third, pmper records of his service rray 
not have been ma.de, or , if rrade , rray have been destroyed. or l ost in the 
confusion that often attendro the initial rrobilization or subsequent mili­
tary operations and d isbandment of troops. Fourth, the reference t o the 
soldier in the original records rray be so vaGUe that it lus not been practi­
cable to determine his correct name or the unit in which he servErl. Fifth, 
the soldier rray have servErl in the Regular Jtrmy instead of a volunteer 
or ganization. 

The index cards r eproduced in this microcopy are p3rt of a body o f recoms 
in the National i\rchives designatErl as Record Group 94, Records o f the 
Office of The Adjutant General. Other microfilm publications of State 
indexes to compilErl service records have been issuErl or are being preparErl. 

The compilErl service n;cords indexErl by this :i.rrcrocopy have not been 
reproducErl. They consist of a jacket - envelope f or each soldeier, labelErl 
with his name and typically containinr card. abstracts of entries relating 
to the soldier ClS foUnd in ori;"":inal muster rolls . A typical example o f 
a compilErl service record is r eproduced on the first roll of this microcopy. 

The compilro service records of sold!i!ers belo~inG t o units from a 
particular state are arra.nr:Erl according t o a complicatro or ganizatioml 
breakdown ending vlith the regiment or independent battalion or comp3.ny. 
Under 63.ch unit the service records are urranged alphabetically by soldid's' 
surnames. Unless the unit in which a soldier served. is alrmdy known, his 
compilErl service record can be located only through the use of an index, 
such as the one reproducErl here for the StClte of LDuisiam, that gives the 
unit in which he servErl . 

The compilation of service records of soldiers o f the Florida ,.-Jar WlS 

begun around 1891 under the direction of M:lj. FrErl C. AinSWJrth head o f thE::

The 
land of the Cherokees was first occupied by full blood members of the 
tribe and inter'l'lErr'ied whites and Cherokee Indians and later by hordes 
of intruders. 

As the years p3.ssed, there was created still another class of citizens 
of the Cherokee N::ttion - White men and women with a right to live in the 
land because of their profession. These included doctors, missionaries, 
U. S. GJvernment employees cmd people whose skills were needed by the 
Nation. 

So the Cherokee Nation became to a degree, a melting {X)t of peoples, and 
here men and women of all classes rrarried, children were rom and people 
died.
