Thus passed away from the tridls of edrth in the triumphs of 
Heaven, a true and fond mothpr. Deceased was born in Pike 
County, Miss., on the 15th ddY of February A.D., 1819. and 
was the daughter of Michael Harvey. Tn her youth her father 
moved with his family to Hinds County. She was afterwards 
married on the 6th of January, 1840 to Mr. William Walker\ 
who now mourns her loss, and with whom she lived happily 
through the trials of life for thirty-seven long years. 

In 1844, having experienced conversion, was baptized into the 
fellowship of the Church at friendship, in Hinds County, by 
the Rev. Mr. Halloway, and up to the time of her death, she 
continued a faithful, consistent Christian, "fighting the 
good fight of faith" under the banner of the Cross" - being 
at this time a member of the Church of Silver Creek.

She gave directions concerning the 
funeral over her remains and then on a ('aIm Sabbath after­
noon, mounted up into the presence of her Savior and the 
angels.
